*If  the academic grades for the course cannot be
expressed numerically, your letter of recommendation
must express that your grades are within the top 30%
of your university, graduate school, or department.

B-4

Photocopy of your passport If you do not have a passport yet, you are required to
submit a Family Register or Certificate of Citizenship
issued by your home country.

B-5

Any certificate indicating the applicant's academic
excellence at the previous university, such as
GPA, class rank.

The certificate must be the latest version and issued by
an academic institution.
You may omit the document if the necessary
information (i.e. GPA or class rank) is included in your
academic transcript.
