2. Eligibility for Admission

There will be no examination fee, admission fee, or tuition fee for this special program.

4. Security Export Control

The University of Tsukuba has established the University of Tsukuba Rules on Security Export Control in
accordance with the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act, and conducts strict examinations for acceptance
of international students. International applicants who fall under any of the conditions set out in said regulations
may be unable to enter their desired course or program.



5. Application procedures

Before Applying
Before applying, applicants must contact a faculty member and obtain consent to become their

prospective supervisor (the person who gives them academic instructions after enroliment).

International students will need a “reference number” to complete the application (It is a required item on
the application form). The reference number will be issued via the prospective supervisor. Since it will

take some time to obtain a reference number, please contact your desired faculty member as soon as

All applicants are required to submit the entrance examination application documents.

Candidates for admission shall be comprehensively determined on the basis of the submitted

documents and examination results.

Entrance examination and schedule
(1) Time and date: January 29, 2026 — January 30, 2026
After your application has been accepted, you will be notified of the time schedule by e-mail.
(2) Examination type and allocated points: Oral examination (200 points)
(3) Content of Oral Examination: Individual interview. It focuses on your major field of study, etc.

Notification
Examination Results: On February 13, 2026
A letter of acceptance will be sent to each successful applicant.

Confirmation Letter Submit the Confirmation Letter for the use of personal

Note:

1. All documents must be written in Japanese or English. Otherwise, attach a Japanese or English

translation.

2. Submitted documents will not be returned.

3. Your application will not be evaluated if the above documents are incomplete or not accurately completed.

Applications received after the deadline will not be processed.

4. Before applying, you have to contact a prospective supervisor (a faculty member from whom you wish to

receive academic instruction) and obtain their consent to your application in advance.
